Three long-time members of the Harlem Congregations for Community Improvement, Inc. (HCCI) Computer CIubhouse were celebrated by Computer Clubhouse and the Clubhouse Network. The network's 3D Technology fellow, Fred Riedel, coordinator of the HCCI Computer Clubhouse, has also just begun virtual meetings on several continents with other clubhouse staff to launch a world-wide, collaborative 3D video project that hopes to utilize the talent of kids in clubhouses around the world.  He will also be presenting a 3D image-making workshop at the Teen Summit in July.  You can visit the newly created 3D fellowship blog at 3diy.blogspot.com.  Fred has also recently met with Randy Fling, COO of Rolling Out about the possibility of a local children's film festival.  After watching a recent HCCI Computer Clubhouse video, Mr. Fling supported the idea and said that he would like to consider developing the festival idea to include at least six cities.
